Course Goals
The primary goal of this course is to present to you, the student, a perspective from which you can better evaluate your place as a member of the global community and the animal kingdom. Anthropology should be relevant to almost any academic program you might pursue, as it shares much in common with the other social sciences, natural sciences, and humanities. This course provides an introduction to the basic concepts of anthropology, the type of work conducted by anthropologists, and the knowledge gained from anthropological studies. Among other topics, we will discuss how humans evolved, how cultures change, and why there is so much diversity (as well as many fundamental similarities) in the way people look, act, and think.

Grading

Your final grade in this class will be based on the points you earn on the following:

1. Four in-class exams covering material from assigned textbook chapters, lectures, and any DVDs or videos shown during class.  (Each exam is worth 100 points.)
2. Comprehensive final exam. (The final is worth 100 points.)

3. Five article summaries, related to each of the major sub-disciplines of anthropology: biological anthropology, archaeological anthropology, linguistic anthropology, and cultural anthropology, as well as an article summary related to applied anthropology.  Article summaries should be printed out and handed in on the assigned date. (Each summary is worth 20 points.)
4. You may earn 2 bonus points for each chapter of the book by completing one of the internet exercises on the Online Learning Center website for this text (http://highered.mcgraw-hill.com/sites/0078116996/student_view0).. All completed internet exercises must be turned in by December 8th.
