Registering for classes at Northwest Florida State College

While you are waiting for your GED scores, there are several steps you can take to prepare for enrollment at Northwest Florida State College.
1. How do I know which classes to take?

First time college students at Northwest Florida State College need to take the Florida Placement Test (FCPT). This is not a test you can fail. Your scores show you which classes you should take first. Make plans to take the FCPT.

· Click Student Services located on the left side of the page.

· Click Testing.

· Click FCPT found in small letters, on the right, at the top of the page.
· Also by double clicking on FCPT the student can bring up the study guide for the placement test.  You can use on screen or print a copy to use before taking the exam.
· Sign up on line or call the college to register to take the FCPT.

· Must present drivers license or picture ID and Social Security card at time of testing.

2. How do I sign up for classes?
Make an appointment to speak to a college advisor.

· Click Student Services located on the left side of the page.

· Click Counseling and Advising to choose an advisor at a campus near where you live.

3. How will I pay for my education?

· Click Financial Aid
1. Fill out the FASFA and the Pell Grant on line.  You will need PIN# (not NWF’s PIN # but FAFSA  PIN#)
2. Make an appointment to talk to a Financial Aid advisor at Northwest Florida State College.
3. Take copy of your w-2 income statement or income tax form/ss income/child support verification when you visit with the financial aid advisor
4. How do I know what my major will be?

Some students know what they are interested in and some do not. Go to the Career Center to learn more about the many choices.  You can talk to an advisor who will explain career choices, job opportunities and choices of college majors. 
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
