Santa Rosa County Under-age Students
Santa Rosa County School District has established guidelines for serving under-age students.  
As of now, students who come to us from Santa Rosa County will be admitted to class with a letter stating that they are no longer enrolled in Santa Rosa District Schools and have permission to attend classes at NWF State College.  This letter will only grant the student permission to attend class, not to take the GED.

To take the GED a student must meet the following requirements:

1. Score 8.9 or above across the board on the TABE

2. Score a minimum of 450 on each subtest of the Official GED Practice Test and have a total score of at least 2250.
3. Have been enrolled in a class for a minimum of 12 hours.

When the student has met these he/she can then complete the following:

1. Write a short paragraph or letter stating why he/she is no longer enrolled in school.
2. Have a parent sign that the student has permission to take the GED before age 18.
3. Have an instructor sign that the student has been enrolled in a class a minimum of 12 hours and has met all score requirements.  Please make sure to attach a copy of all TABE and Practice GED scores.
The student then must contact Donna Christopher, Santa Rosa Adult School, with the required documentation.  She will issue the GED age waiver.  Her phone number is (850) 983-5710.

Any Santa Rosa County student who does not have the age waiver from Ms. Christopher’s office will not be allowed to register for the GED.
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
