Information on obtaining letter from Al Gardner

The GED waiver form must be notarized or signed by the parent in Al Gardner’s presence.
If an underage student is married, Al will accept a marriage license or baby’s birth certificate.

If student has been in school in Okaloosa County within the past year, the student must first get an exit letter from the school.  If school refuses to give it to them, Al will act as mediator.

If a student has not ever been in Okaloosa County schools or has been out more than a year, then go straight to Al’s office.

We cannot take anyone who is under the age of 16 ever.  If they are between 16 and 18, we will take them if they have a letter from the school district giving them permission.

Make sure that student keeps a copy of his/her letter so that they will have it when they register for GED.
