Adult Education Program of Study Guidelines

All Adult Education students must be registered in the appropriate program of study.  We have found out that the state is using that program of study to pull student data for federal and state reports

It has become critical that we have students entered into NEXUS with the correct program of study.

Our Adult Education programs of study codes are:

Adult Basic Education    
8100
 TABE composite score below 9th grade  (0-8.9)

GED Preparation

8200     TABE Composite score above 9th gr. (9.0-12.9)

ESOL



8150     Any ESOL student below 9th grade  (0-8.9)

All orange non-credit registrations have a block to check for programs of study.  Unfortunately, nearly all of our students will check GED on their registrations.  It is going to be up to you, the instructor, to make sure we have the correct program of study on the registration form.

Make sure that the registrations do not have 8400, Personal Enrichment or 8500, Upgrade Job Skills checked. We cannot use these programs of study.  Students in these programs will not be pulled for our annual report, and we will lose their count.

Another issue you will need to remember is that we will have to change the program of study each time a person moves into a different course.  If a student moves from ABE into GED, we will need to change the program of study in the computer from 8100 to 8200.  Each semester, when you send in registrations for returning students, please make sure that you have included that program of study code in parenthesis beside the reference number.
