COURSE DESCRIPTION:

1. to provide analytical tools which promote the perception of compositional unity 

through study of the “elements” and “principles” of art and design

4. to familiarize the student with distinctions between abstraction and representation

NOTE: Design projects will be accepted on the Wed. or Thurs. (1-2 days from the due date)  with a 15 point  penalty.

1. Problem solving of each assignment

2. Completion of each assignment and submitted on time
3. Creativity-originality
4. Craftsmanship (mastering of media & neatness)
5. Insightful contributions in all the class critiques
6. Ability to follow instructions
7. Attendance is mandatory-it is the responsibility of the student to contact the instructor in case of an excused absence e.g.,TDY, death in immediate family, serious accident or illness, ALL of which could be verified if necessary.  There will be no makeup written exams. and /or designs submitted unless it is due to the above reasons.
8. You may have three unexcused absences for the semester (not including exams., critiques, presentations). Any more absences will effect your final course grade.
