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COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course offers an introductory survey of basic concepts of acting. Through in-class performance the student will develop an understanding of rudimentary skills of theatre terminology, stage movement, voice and diction, and improvisation, in reference to stage acting. Students will be required to memorize and perform monologues, dialogues, and scenes. Please note that course content may include adult/controversial discussions and or subject matter.

TEXT: Not required. The reading of several plays.
SUPPLEMENTAL READING: This will vary according to class assignments.
COURSE COALS:  The course goals are for the student to be able to

1. define basic theatre vocabulary and stage areas

2. exhibit natural physicality on stage

3. become familiar with vocal/diction techniques

4. utilize basic physical and vocal warm-up exercises

5. explore the art of improvisation

6. become familiar with basic stage directions with regard to scene study
COURSE REQUIREMENTS:  (subject to change)

1. minimum of two written exams. (midterm & final)

2. attend semester Sprint Fall production and write a critique

(min. 2 typed pages per instructor criteria, 50 points off if late)

3. one dramatic  monologue 1 minute minimum -- Midterm

4. one comedic monologue 1 minute minimum --Final
