This course offers an introductory survey of basic concepts of the visual arts through study of the formal analysis including various media, specific materials in each medium, and techniques in utilizing them. Art appreciation is also studied through art works, artists, or art period’s specific iconographic, sociological, and psychological aspects. Examples of art works will be utilized.
