COURSE DESCRIPTION:


Perception of line, form, shape, and spatial relationships is developed through work in different media. Attention is given to understanding the phenomenon of light source effects of mass and space. Emphasis is on the elements of art and composition within the context of still life, landscape, figure studies, and portraiture. Course content may include adult subject matter. Correct usage of art tools techniques may require physical contact.

RECOMMENDED TEXT:  Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain, Betty Edwards, New Artist’s Handbook, Ray Smith or any books, magazines, websites/information about drawing, art, artists, and art history

SUPPLIES: Supply list will be issued by the instructor on the first day of class.
COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:
1. to develop and amplify the visual ability of the student

2. to develop the techniques of how to scale and sight proportions in order to make objective comparisons of individual shape and figure components

3. to increase ability to see complex arrangements of shape, line, proportion, angles, planes, and shading/volume through direct observation of subject matter

4. to develop a checklist of objective comparisons to achieve drawing accuracy through individual creativity in the choice of composition, choice and use of media, and interpretation of the drawing problem –(problem solving)

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION:


Lecture, demonstration, slide presentations, videos, discussions, art gallery visits
