COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course is a continuation of ART 1300-C-Drawing I with emphasis on a wider variety of media. Experimentation within the realm of abstraction and emotive aspects of form are explored and expressed. The personal style is explored through the use of elements and principles of design, compositional concepts, originality, and creativity with different media. Emphasis is based upon individualism. Course content may include adult subject matter. Correct usage of art tools techniques may require physical contact.

REQUIRED TEXT:  Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain, Betty Edwards, New Artist’s Handbook, Ray Smith, or any books/information about artists and art history in reference to drawing.

SUPPLIES: Supply list will be issued by the instructor at the first class meeting.
COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:
1. to further develop the visual acuity of the student

2. to develop the techniques of how to scale and sight proportions in order to make objective comparisons of individual shape and figure components more abstractly

3. to increase ability to see complex arrangements of shape, line, proportion, angles, planes, and shading/volume through direct observation of subject matter of choice and apply specific problem solving for a more individual style

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION:


Lecture, demonstration, slide presentations, videos, discussions, art gallery visits

1. You will be expected to provide the instructor with 3 “good” photographs (see #2) from which you will draw.
2. A “Photo.” and “Composition” lecture will be given the first or second class of the semester on the specifics for photographing and composing your photos.

3. Several photos. will be welcome for the instructor to choose from.

4. The first photo. will be needed the beginning of the 3rd. week of classes.
5. The remaining 2 photos will be needed two weeks after that.
6. Do not email photos to the instructor. Bring the photos in.
7. Do not draw from your digital camera.

8. Students cannot use the instructor’s computer.

9. Students CANNOT use copyrighted photos. e.g., from magazines, post cards, calendar, books, internet images etc.

“In other words, your own photos”.

10. Students without the pre-approved photos. will have nothing to draw and will therefore be counted absent for that day.
