COURSE DESCRIPTION:


This course will include the study of design elements, composition, and spatial relationships within a two-dimensional format. The preferred medium is oils.  Emphasis is on color theories, color mixing, and execution thereof within a variety of subject matter.  Course content may include adult subject matter/controversial discussions.

COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:  
1. to engender creativity in reference to problem solving in terms of composition, color theory, and painting techniques

2. to engender an appreciation and understanding of aesthetics as well as criticism 

3. to expose student to various art periods, artists, artists techniques, and styles

4. to gain basic application of color theory, design, and composition

3. A MINIMUM of ONE WEEK BEFORE the Midterm critique you will need to bring in at least 5 GOOD photos. from which the 
professor will choose.

4. Do not email photos to the professor. Student must bring photos in to show to the .

5. Students cannot use the professor’s computer.

6. Do not paint from your digital camera.

7. Students CANNOT use copyrighted photos. e.g., from magazines, post cards, calendars, books, internet images etc.

“In other words, your own photos. no copywrites”

8. Students without the pre-approved photo. Will have nothing to paint and will therefore be counted absent.
