COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is a continuation of ART 2510-C Painting I with emphasis on further exploration of student’s personal style and original techniques. The medium is oils. Further experimentation within the realm of abstraction and emotive aspects of form and color are explored and expressed.  Course content may include adult subject matter/controversial discussions.

COURSE GOALS AND OBJECTIVES:

1. to further develop an individual direction through self critique as well as group critique

2. to further augment individual’s awareness of aesthetics 

3. to further explore and develop student’s original style

COURSE CONTENT:  (subject to change)

ALL PAINTINGS WILL BE EXCLUSIVELY PAINTED IN CLASS

1. Painting Portfolio – Total 8 completed paintings minimum- critiqued at Midterm and Final Exam week.  Each painting is equivalent to an exam grade.

2. Sketchbook – 1 sketch per painting-MINIMUM
