Art 2955 focuses on fulfilling the general requirements for portfolio presentations of colleges, art institutes, and advertising agencies.

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION:

Informal lecture, demonstration, slides examples, basic photography, matting, photography, and framing instructions.
COURSE REQUIREMENTS: (subject to change)

1.Completion of 10-15 piece portfolio according to acceptable standards for submission to any art school or university. All work should have been completed recently and should be original. 

2.Slides, photographs, or CD of all work in portfolio, labeled correctly, and displayed in appropriate binders/sleeves. Works will be reviewed at Midterm and Finals week.
3.Provide instructor with specific school/company portfolio requirements.
4.Provide instructor with a professionally written resume, cover letter, business card, and brochure.
5.Provide instructor with works demonstrating good drawing skills, color theory, composition, variety of media-subject matter-techniques-size, and strong value skills.
