COURSE DESCRIPTION

The student shall be introduced to the basic methods of vocal singing and placement, tone production, diaphragmatic breathing, diction, posture, and performance techniques.

REQUIRED TEXTBOOKS

Teacher will decide which books you need after first lesson.  Some examples are the 24 Italian Songs and Arias by G. Schirmer, Arias for Soprano, Mezzo-Soprano, Tenor, Baritone or Bass by G. Schirmer, The First or Second Book of Solos by G. Schirmer
GRADING POLICY

Students are graded on improvement, attendance and participation in and attendance at Recitals. Music majors/Scholarship students are required to perform in at least two Divisional Recitals per semester.  Non-music majors are required to perform in one Studio Recital per semester.  ALL of my students are required to attend at least one Division recital per semester as an audience member.  YOU MUST PRACTICE DAILY!  Musical Preparation is to be made outside the lesson.  Lessons that repeatedly indicate inadequate lesson preparation will receive a lowered grade.  The instructor also reserves the right to dismiss the student or adjourn the lesson and send the student to a practice room if a lack of preparation is shown.
