Your Folder

For this class you will maintain a folder in a color specified for your particular section.  This folder will include the following and be used to fulfill your Gordon Rule requirements:

1. Related Events

2. All examinations

3. Any additional writing assignments

4. Any bonus points assignments 
After each writing assignment or examination has been graded and returned to you, it is your responsibility to correct all errors which have been marked and any others you find yourself. You should also do any revisions that would improve the paper. These corrections are to be made on the original, graded paper using green or purple ink. Any passages that need to be revised or added should be written on the back of the paper. This is an excellent way to improve your writing skills and is a requirement not a suggestion.

How much will the folder “count” and how will it be graded?  The revisions (corrections and improvements) are worth 50 points.  You must turn in the folder in order to pass the course, but if you turn in a folder containing uncorrected tests and papers you will get 0 points.  The number of points (1 to 50) that you earn depends on the amount of demonstrated effort you put into your revisions.
Because the folder will not be returned to you at the end of the term, you should keep copies of your work if you wish to have them after the course is finished. I will recycle all the paper and folders after one semester.
Also note:  This folder should not include your class lecture notes.  Those are to be kept in a separate notebook of your choice.
