Course
Study and application of the elements and principles of design applied to three-dimensional objects.

Text

“Launching the Imagination”, Mary Stewart second edition.              

Objectives
1. Students shall be expected to apply all principles of design to the realm of real space or 3-D forms.

2. Students will explore all aspects of 3-D design through the creation and development of projects built around specific 3-D problems.

3. Students shall increase their psychomotor competency so that they may better control the various design media.

4. Students shall increase their knowledge of how design relates to both past and contemporary plastic art forms.

Method of Instruction
1. Lecture and discussion of 3-D design elements and principles in relation to each new project.

2. Class room critiques of all finished projects.

3. Lab time to be spent working on assigned projects with individual help from the instructor.

4. Students will keep a sketchbook of 3-D design solutions and ideas. Sketches will be graded during discussion days (see schedule).  I want to see a sketch showing the front, side, back and  top views of your project.
5. All projects produced in class and out will be graded. Students will also be responsible for turning in a typed, single spaced, two-page paper when each project is due. Late papers/projects will not be accepted. (See course calendar handout for details).

6. Student attendance is mandatory for all critiques, shop demonstrations (instructions) and lectures. Student participation in studio activities is required.

8. Students are responsible for make-up work on their own time.
