Course 

      Problems in drawing techniques and media.

Objectives 

1. Students will increase their ability to see complex arrangements of shape, line, proportion, angles, planes and shading through the direct observation of different subject matter.

2. Students will continue to learn how to scale and sight proportions in order to make more objective comparisons of individual shape and figure components.

3. Students will be expected to develop a step-by-step checklist of objective comparisons that will help to a.  Improve drawing accuracy b.  Develop individual creativity in the choice of composition c.  Aide in the use and choice of drawing mediums d.  Help students to interpret the drawing problem.

4. Students will concentrate on drawing still life’s, landscapes and the figure to improve drawing ability.

5. Students will work on composition problems and value use.

6. Students will begin to develop their individual styles (way of expression)

Method of Instruction

1. Demonstrations of various drawing methods and material use.

2. Lecture on the problem being presented to help the student understand the process and objectives being explored.

3. Studio work- Students time to apply the drawing problem presented in the lecture.

      4.    All classroom and outside drawings will be graded.

      5.    Student attendance is mandatory for all class sessions.

      6.    Student participation in studio activities is required.

      7.    Outside classroom work- one sketch a week..

Grading

A   Given to work of exceptional quality, work that is complete, having both solved the problem and gone beyond the problems limits. Work, which evokes the artist’s skills, visual, mental and mechanical to the utmost. 

B   Work which surpasses the projects requirements and expectations. Work of high quality and intelligence may make up for a limit of talent.

C   Work which is competently executed, fulfilling project or course requirements.

D   Simplistic or poorly executed work, and/or excessive absences.

F   Excessive absences, uncompleted projects.

The following criteria is also employed in the evaluation of your work A. Neatness B. Accuracy C. Technical aspects D. Grasp of design principles being applied E. Completeness F. Promptness G. Creativity and originality H. Follow directions fully.

1. Instructor shall critique each student’s drawing while it is in progress, so that the student will have a chance to improve the finished drawing.

2. The student will present a portfolio of their drawings for evaluation and grading at the time of the scheduled midterms and finals.

3. The student will keep a sketchbook. The sketches will be evaluated at the time of midterms and finals. Each time the student will be responsible for one sketch a week.

4. Students will be required to make up any drawing assignments missed on their own time. Only three unexcused absences will be accepted.

* These circumstances will result in a students grade being lowered—Low attendance, lack of participation in studio activity, failure to turn in projects/portfolios on time, Questionable class conduct (code of conduct in students school catalog will be used as criteria in this area), failure to be present for class lectures/critiques.

* No extra credit work will be considered for grading.

* Incompletes will be considered under certain circumstances such as family emergencies, medical emergencies and job related events see instructor to work out any problems that may call for an Incomplete. Signed notice from your Doctor, Supervisor, etc  will be required.

Caveat

* The schedule, requirements, and procedures in this course are subject to change in the event of unusual or extenuating circumstances; in such cases, students will be provided notice sufficient to plan for and accommodate the changes.
