Course 

Continued study, exploration and application of the watercolor medium.

Text

     Recommended     “Conversations In Paint”, Charles Dunn (in book store).

Objectives 

1. Students will continue to broaden their knowledge of color, texture, positive and negative spaces, from and line using the media of watercolor.

2. Students will work with color theory (values, intensity, complementary warm and cool) and it’s applications to watercolor painting.  

3. Students will work with various subject matter.

4. Students will explore and develop their own watercolor style and use watercolor painting techniques including aquarelle (wet on- wet), dry brush, glazing, mixing techniques and special effects. 

Method of Instruction

1.  Lecture and demonstration of watercolor techniques.

2.  Lab time to be spent working on assigned paintings with individual help from the instructor.

3.  Classroom critiques of finished watercolors.

4.   Student attendance is mandatory for all class sessions.

5.   Student participation in studio activities is required.

6.   Students are responsible for make-up work on their own time.

Course Calendar

Instructor will provide due dates and critique schedule in a separate hand out. 

Grading

A   Given to work of exceptional quality, work that is complete, having both solved the problem and gone beyond the problems limits, work, which evokes the artist’s skills, visual, mental and mechanical to the utmost. 

B   Work which surpasses the projects requirements and expectations. Work of high quality and intelligence may make up for a limit of talent.

C   Work which is competently executed, fulfilling project or course requirements.

D   Simplistic or poorly executed work, and/or excessive absences.

F   Excessive absences, uncompleted projects.

1. The following criteria is employed in the evaluation of your work A. Correct application of watercolor technique B. Use of color C. Composition D. Neatness E. completeness F. Promptness G. creativity and originality H. Follow directions fully I. Constructive lab time J. Participation in class critiques.

2. Students will present a portfolio of their paintings for grading at the time of scheduled critiques (see course calendar). 

3. Students will keep a sketchbook of composition and value studies. 

4.  Students will be required to make up any painting assignments missed on their own time. 

5. No extra credit work will be considered for grading.

* These circumstances will result in a students grade being lowered—Low attendance, lack of participation in studio activity, failure to turn in projects/portfolios on time, Questionable class conduct (code of conduct in students school catalog will be used as criteria in this area), failure to be present for class lectures/critiques.

* Incompletes will be considered under certain circumstances such as family emergencies, medical emergencies and job related events see instructor to work out any problems that may call for an Incomplete. Signed notice from your Doctor, Supervisor, etc  will be required.

Materials

Brushes----- Windsor & Newton sceptre gold- 12, 8, 6, 4, Windsor & Newton flat 995 series 1 in. and 1/2 in. or Robert Simmons white sable synthetic short handle watercolor brushes  no.12, no. 6 flat(skyscrapers) 1in , rigger or liner brush. The Utrecht catalog has a set for $16.99 that has all the brushes you will need- Utrecht Deluxe Watercolor brush set  no 14 and no 6 watercolor round a no6 script liner and ¾in flat Golden Taklon Sky Wash brush.

 Paint------Windsor & Newton Artist Colors (tubes) - French Ultramarine blue, Windsor blue red shade, cobalt blue, cadmium red, alizarin crimson, new gambouge, yellow ochre, burnt sienna. Optional colors- hooker’s green, cadmium orange, rose madder genuine, Windsor violet, cadmium lemon.

 Other-----Water container, pallet (John Pikes, Robert E. Wood), 9X12 or 12X16 Watercolor pad, sketch book, drawing pencil, magic rub eraser, paper towels, 18X24X1/4 plywood board, Masking fluid (misket, frisket), portfolio, hairdryer, slim line staple gun and staples masking tape, pliers, toothbrush, spray bottle, salt, scrubber brush, sponge. A plane edge light weight wooden drawing board 18x24 or Gatorboard or Incredible art board can also be used for stretching paper it is lighter than plywood (16x24).
