Course Description:

Course Requirements:

The student will be required to:

· Take all assigned tests (4)

· Make-up any missed tests on the final exam date.

· Write 2 (4-page) papers with supporting visuals and properly formatted according to Waters’ criteria: MLA or APA format.

· Present 2 power point presentations respectively addressing researched content in assigned papers

           Note: Failure to give ppt. presentation in class/orally—Grade-0

Course Grading:

· Attendance—all students are expected to attend class as an attendance grade is given and weighted equitably with tests.  Each student is allowed two absences.  The attendance grade of 100 drops three points with each respective absence afterwards.

· Excessive absences (taken from College attendance policy—see page 51 of the 2011-2012 Northwest Florida College Catalog).

· Individual tests, written assignments, orals/ppt. presentations and attendance grades are weighted the same.
· Classroom success will be measured by dividing the sum of the total above by the number of scored evaluations.

· Extra credit will be given for certain cultural events at the Mattie Kelly Arts Center and media relative to classroom lectures.  Extra credit, which will not exceed 12 points, will be added to the total before being divided by the sum of the scored evaluations (instructor will address specifics in class).
· Late Assignments: All assignments are considered late if received after 12:00 midnight on the respective due date.  My preference for turning in assignments is the classroom, but assignments received via email are graciously received.  Expect to receive a receipt within a day of sending your emailed assignment.  If you do not receive a receipt message, resend your assignment or bring in a hard copy to class.  Points will be deducted accordingly for late papers:

Note: The late assignment policy for the research assignments is specified on page 4 and differs from the above policy.  All research papers must be turned in on the assigned due dates.
Class Attendance Policy

Class attendance is an integral part of the learning process for this course.  Students are expected to attend class regularly, as well as to arrive and depart on time.  Students with excessive absences (including tardies) may be withdrawn from the class.  Note that although college policy provides for a certain number of class absences, that number covers all types of absences, including absences such as those due to documented illness or other emergency; Absences for illness or emergencies are not accommodated in addition to those allowable under the attendance policy.  See page 51 of the 2011-2012 College Catalog for additional information.
Evaluation:
· Attendance:  Two absences are permitted without affecting one’s grade.  The third absence drops the grade 3 points and each absence thereafter continues to drop the attendance grade 3 points.  100-97-94-91-87-84-81, etc….See student catalog for information on excessive absences.  Short term classes account for 2 standard class periods, therefore 2 absences if a full class period is missed.
· Evaluation by exam with emphasis on criterion-referenced testing.  Types of testing will include: slide identification, short answer and essay: 4 tests.
· Writing-Across-the-Curriculum Criteria: Two 4-page word-processed papers with supporting visuals properly formatted according to Waters’ criteria.  Papers must include:  parenthetical notation and a Works Cited /References page.  In addition, five resources at a minimum must be used per paper other than an encyclopedia (utilize URL resources).  
Paper due dates will be assigned the first week of classes.
· Oral presentations should be based on research found in your written papers and in chronological sequence.   For example: If paper #1 is written on Manet and paper #2 on Michael Graves—respective orals should reflect the content.
Evaluations will be weighted the same.  The sum of 9 grades will be divided by 9: Four tests, two papers, 2 power point presentations, 1 attendance grade (also applies to independent study students)
Power point presentations will be graded accordingly: 100-90-80-70-60-50

Extra Credit:  A maximum of 12 bonus points may be acquired through internet articles, periodicals, and art work.  Specifics will be discussed the first day of class.  Bonus points are added to the sum of the 9 grades before the sum is divided by 9.

Incomplete Grades
At the discretion of the instructor, an incomplete grade (“I”) may be awarded when the student is unable to finish the required work because of unforeseen extenuating circumstances such as illness or TDY assignment. Homework for other classes should be completed outside the ARH classroom environment and novels or any other form of literary content not applicable to ARH 2402 should be closed or left untouched during class—ARH 2402 is not a study hall.

· Each MLA paper should include: a title on page one, a thesis sentence in a proficient introductory paragraph, a main body, a conclusion, a Works Cited/References page and parenthetical notation.  Papers must include parenthetical notation and a Works Cited/Reference page to be graded.

· As a rule of thumb, no more than 30% of your paper should be taken from direct text.  For success, develop your topics in advance of the due date in order that you might work on paraphrasing.

· Refrain from plagiarism.  Plagiarism, in short, occurs when a writer gives the impression that what has been written or thought is original even though the information has been borrowed without crediting the resource.  It is often unintentional when a student begins to write, but may surface as a bad habit and crutch when one procrastinates and hurriedly fulfills an assignment overnight.
· Specified due dates will be cited in class and papers will be accepted only on those dates.  If you fail to get the assigned paper in on the appropriate date you must still complete the assignment and turn it in at the end of the term as part of the course requirement to receive class credit.  Late papers receive a grade of 64.  This is a standard policy.  Failure to write assigned papers or any assigned papers satisfying the Writing-Across-the-Curriculum course will jeopardize credit in this class. No papers, no credit.

· Due to college requirements you must complete the writing and oral requirements assigned by your instructor to receive credit in ARH 2402 or any Writing-Across-the-Curriculum course.
